      Requirements:

1. Final Draft essays submitted must be typed and double-spaced with Arial or New Times Roman, Font 12pt.  Poems must be typed.
2. Narratives should be approximately 500 – 750 words (2-3 pages).

3. The accepted format types are .pdf, .doc, and .docx.
4. The essays to be submitted MUST be labeled with:
· High School:  School Name, Teacher Name, Essay title, Writer’s Name
· College:  School Name, Instructor Name, Course Title, Essay Title, Writer’s Name

5. Essays should be emailed to: membership@scawilmington.org
6. The absolute due date is 5PM on January 14, 2011.
7. Essays must be original, unpublished, and written by one person.
8. In submitting the essay, the student must understand that s/he gives Sister Cities Association of Wilmington, Inc. permission to publish it in electronic or print form in The Star News publication and on the Sister Cities Association of Wilmington, Inc. website. 
Judging criteria:
